Sheridan NRP Committee Meeting Notes – April 19, 2010
Attending: Susan Kulstad, Stacy Sorenson, Mike Romens,  John Akre
Fix and Paint 2010 – deadline on Friday. Drawing at the Annual meeting next Monday.
Streetlights for 13th Ave. – Susan and Mike will tour the area of the streetlights on Wednesday with Public Works staff to discuss placement and other issues. They will ask about the impacts of the installation on businesses and residents along the street. Installation work is expected to start after Art-A-Whirl.
Plan Modification Vote – the SNO board approved the NRP Administrative funds plan modification proposed last month. Should be approved by NRP office by end of the week. 
Budget – the budget we came up with for the NRP administrative money mentioned above was $800 less than the funds available. Stacy put it in a contingency line to account for those funds. Committee approved that. 
Annual Meeting – John will write up an NRP Committee report for the year that he will send to Mike to put in the neighborhood annual report. He will check with Denise at HRC for housing program statistics The report will mention NRP success from the last year, including the bike racks, upcoming street lighting, arts district signage, and housing programs. Things on the agenda for the future: traffic calming, entry signs, and streetscaping.
Eastside Food Co-op – SNO provided them a loan of $35, 000 to help start-up. The original agreement allowed that loan to be forgiven and other neighborhoods that loaned the co-op start-up funds have forgiven those loans. The committee approved forgiving the SNO loan.  We did have some program income show up in the Eastside Food Co-op line and we we’re sure why that was so. Stacy will investigate.
5th St. Bicycle Boulevard – aiming to discuss it at May SNO meeting with Sean Murphy.  

13th Ave. Streetscape – we have $10,000 for streetscaping for the street in our Phase II NRP plan. There is a need for greenery, particularly between University and 4th Street, but limited space for any. There may be possibilities with small garden spaces or green walls. We also discussed the possibility of using some of the small spaces between buildings. The committee also discussed the possibility of closing off the street or part of it for events, such as First Thursdays. We will look for a point person from traffic to come up with ideas for this.
