Sheridan NRP Committee Meeting Notes – May 24, 2010

Streetlights for 13th Ave. – work should begin installing them in the next couple weeks. 
Role of NRP Committee – we discussed expanding the role of the committee to include things related to the city’s new Neighborhood and Community Relations Department. But we didn’t come up with a new name for the committee.
At the SNO Meeting, David Rubedor of NCR, and Doron Clark, our volunteer rep on the Neighborhood and Community Engagement Commission, would be present to get neighborhood input on the role of these new organizations. We talked about some points we wanted to make. Such as our emphasis or working on an administrative shoestring and using our NRP funds for projects rather than staff, and not wanting to lose out in the new regime for this practice. Certain projects here would not have happened if we relied on public agencies, such as streetlighting. That we need something more flexible than most other granting mechanisms have to offer.  We also want to plan, but we need project funding to make plans come through. 
We are now five years into our NRP Phase II Plan. We want to have some kind of a Town Meeting to get feedback on the work accomplished and to find out what new priorities are. We talked about rolling this activity into the SNOcial in Sept. We brainstormed how to present information and get feedback from residents. Our idea was to create a giant interactive chalk map on the parking lot of 212 Pottery and drawing the Phase II accomplishments on this and also asking people to write and draw their feedback and ideas. We talked about Sept 9th as the date for this. We are going to create a small scale map first.
Bike racks – some need to be removed for the lamp posts – Mike Romens will save them at the theater – 331 wants some installed along University Ave.

Urban Forestry arborist and sidewalk person to look at places where trees can be planted. Mike Romens will set up a meeting – we have our streetscape funds for it. Need to be cognizant of trees in relation to new lights.
