Streetlights for 13th Ave. – work going on now – A bidder that didn’t get picked is challenging - this might slow down buy on lights and light installation. 
NRP Feedback meeting at the SNOcial – Sept. 9th – we will be working on a map showing NRP progress in Sheridan and ask for input at the SNOcial.
Great Streets Event – will be setting up a budget meeting with Bob. August 20-22. Final grant amount was 20K for business development and marketing, not for music event. Cost of event will be made with creative use of sponsors and smaller scale. Outdoor stages at 331 and Shuga records – they are paying for them on their own. 
Committee Name – we agreed to change our name to the Community Development Committee. 
Eastside Food Coop – Stacy discovered that the loan was modified after it closed and it results in 20 year payback of the funds, so Sheridan gets $177.57 a month on the loan. That money goes to the Eastside Coop strategy. 
Update on funding – city council approved access to 100% of our Phase II NRP funds. That is now official. So there are bits and pieces that we can spend. About 87K was held back. Next month we will go over our plan and see what we have left to do, or replan after the Sept. 9 meeting.
