Fix and Paint loan to value ratio – Our current program guidelines call for a loan to value ratio not to exceed 110%. Because of the fall in housing values, we have been getting loan applicants whose loan to value ratio exceeds this. Denise recommended raising our loan to value ratio to 120%. The comitte agreed and will take this recommendation to the SNO Board for approval at the Monday meeting.

Mapping our future – addresses we asked Denise for a comprehensive list of home and businesses addressed by our NRP programs, both Phase I and Phase II. We will use this info at our next meeting to map out what we have accomplished for our informal town meeting at the SNOIcial on Sept. 9th. Because our next meeting may or may not be in time for the Northeaster deadline we will work on an insert to come out before to publicize both the SNOcial and our report and feedback meeting for our NRP programs. John will write up information about the NRP part of the SNOcial and Mike will look for last year’s ad. At the Monday SNO meeting we will ask for funding for ads for the coming year – four inserts and a monthly SNO ad. We don’t really have a name for our SNOcial town meeting, but maybe something about helping to map our neighborhood’s future.

Reviewing funding – We reviewed our phase II programs, what has been funded and what hasn’t been yet. Some of this information will go into the report for the Sept. 9th event. In the write-up will will give some ideas where funds have not been spent, and also where we had plan ideas that were unfunded. Then we will look at all of this in September to help guide us through the rest of our Phase II plan. 
Streetlights for 13th Ave. –.work is proceeding well and lights should be up on 13th ave. between University and 4th by the end of August.  
Nordeast Music fest update – 7 music venues will be participating – schedule will be together by the end of this month. The event is on August 20, 21, 22. Dan Donovan is working on a neighborhood business logo which will be used heavily at the event.
