Grace Center – Northeast Community Lutheran Church has moved into the former Holland School and renamed it, “Grace Center.” They are looking for a partnership with SNO to help revitalize the big asphalt area in front of the building. Liz Bragg was here from the church. She said they have an architect who is redesigning the parkinglot and playground area. The architect came up with three plans. Each of them would involve a community garden of some kind and reduced parking. Stacy brought up church and state separation issue. Public funds cannot be used to improve a church-owned property. Liz said that she would check on the specifics of the ownership of the site. In the SNO NRP plan there is a description of a Community Building project that would organize neighborhood volunteers to accomplish a building project, such as the creation of a garden. NRP funds could pay for materials and getting the word out. We talked about possibly shooting to do something like this next spring, if it works with Grace Center’s plans Perhaps sometime in the fall, reps of Grace Center could present a plan and the SNO Board could vote to approve funds for the project. SNO would be the contractor for the funds.  

Mapping our future – We looked at the flyer for the SNOcial/mapping our future event and some changes were suggested. Stacy had a spreadsheet showing all the projects and funding of Sheridan NRP – it was very impressive looking. Stacy will line up number of housing projects per street and John will make icons on map. We will get there early on Sept. 9th to set up for the event.. 

Streetlights for 13th Ave. –.workers are taking longer than they thought. They are on the last portion of the underground work. Did not give timeline on installation of fixtures. Mike needs to know when he can get the bike racks that had to be moved out back in.
