Sheridan NRP Committee Meeting Notes – January 12, 2009
Attending: Susan Kulstad, Nate Benton, John Akre

The Committee worked on the 2009 Fix and Paint Housing program, which will use funds left over from the previous programs. The deadline will be Friday April 24 at 5 pm, the Friday before the SNO Annual Meeting. At that time a committee member will be at HRC to make sure that the last applications are received and a list made of applicants, as well as making sure that they all are in the neighborhood. Nate will contact Denise about making a new application for the 2009 program. He will ask Denise to e-mail a pdf to John to post on the web site and send to the Northeaster for distribution.
Streetlight policy was approved by City Council last Friday. Susan presented her project description for streetlighting. We need to decide what kind of fixture to use, lantern or acorn. The committee talked about doing this in a vote at the annual meeting with pictures of the street light types. Susan is getting the description to public works. Then as soon as the city has a form for business sign-up, she and Michael will work on getting businesses signed-up.
John mentioned that Sean Murphy said that SNO’s traffic calming money for the 5th Street Bicycle Boulevard could possibly be used for a crossing at Broadway. Murphy will be at the Ritz Theater on Saturday the 24th for the bike planning meeting. Maybe there will be a possibility to work on St. Anthony west on this.
For Gateway Arts Avenue sign, Susan mentioned that public works asked her to start with Mary Altman, City Arts coordinator. We need a draft request for proposals that lays out the money we have available with cover letter to Altman to get on her radar to consider it. This would be a project to work on with NEMAA. Susan recommended two smaller signs and one bigger one. Discussion of whether the gateway program might work for this. A committee project for this year will be to come up with a description of this project. 
Arts District Banners are starting to go up on 13th.
Another priority for the year will be looking at SNO’s NRP Housing programs to get them working better. This could involve changing income limits and looking at other ways to make them more appealing.  We talked about developing a short questionnaire that could be part of the fix and paint application. The questionnaire could ask people if they have or haven’t participated in other neighborhood housing programs and why. Nate will contact Denise about that.  We will also get Denise’s input, as well as neighborhood demographic data. Nate will report back to us with feedback from Denise. Then we can develop a questionnaire via e-mail. 
For the Feb. meeting we will look at demographic data. We will also see if Denise can attend the March meeting to start working on housing program changes. We will aim to have some changes made by late spring and publicize them then. We also talked about the possibility of a celebration this summer when banners and bike racks are installed on 13th Ave.
