To provide tax relief, mayor and council voted to divert NRP funds. At last Wednesday’s Ways and Means Committee cut half of phase II commitments. Bob Sorg came down to NRP office to sign the Sheridan Memorial Park contract. It was a horrible public process. We have contracted over 50% of our phase II plan and we have phase I rollover dollars. At this point we don’t even know if the city took a legal action because the state legislature has to approve NRP funds. We should let things settle out and see what remaining funds we have. Mike, Jenny and Bob Sorg and Bob Cooper downtown all worked hard last week to get the contracts in the pipeline. This is a good time to look at the core of what we do, the community organizing, and we have to use this time to strengthen the organization. NRP administrative budget was passed, so that we will have Stacy’s assistant to get through this. We need to find out where this is going so that we can set goals for next year at January’s meeting. 
30 lights are stored at the fire station. Installation has not yet occurred. 

Next month, we have to look at how much funds might be available for Fix and Pain to see if we can afford it.
