STEER COMMITTEE NEW DEVELOPMENT FOR NEIGHBORHOOD OUTREACH

Facilitator’s Kit:  For planning meetings with neighborhood groups.  In intro, change 30% to less than 25%, then group OK’d Susan’s version for use.

Kids Groups Facilitator’s Aid:  One page of facilitative questions for kids, with paper and markers for kids to draw their answers to.  Group OK’d Kirsten’s version for use, including at the 6/21 Community Health Fair.

Bus Stop Survey:  One page, folks can fill out on spot or mail in to NRP.   Group likes the survey.  Comments on draft:

· Debate on whether the 3 open-ended questions should precede or follow those that only require circling a number.  The quicker, easier ones stimulate thought and investment that builds enthusiasm for the headier essay-type ones, but especially the first may be colored and narrowed if follows.  John will decide.

· Add note &/or map of Sheridan boundaries.

· Add a Q: Do you live, work, recreate in Sheridan?

· Discussed whether only for Sheridan residents /owners or others too, e.g., at bus stops on Washington St. border w/ another neighborhood.  We’ll indicate that it is for Sheridan planning, and let respondent decide, plus add Q above.

Uses:  John will walk Washington and 2nd St. bus lines during rush hours, handing out survey and available for handing in completed ones.  Will also be available on SNO web site and library computers, with probably a tent sign at stations.  We’ll use at Community Health Fair + drawing paper for kids, and other venues where we need something quicker /easier than facilitated outreach meetings.
